Contest Master:

"When | call your name, please come forward and join me at the lectern. I'll ask you a few
guestions, and then you’ll have the opportunity to share anything else you’d like the audience
to know."

4. "Who is a speaker or storyteller you admire, and why?"
5. "What advice would you give someone just starting their public speaking journey?"

6. "Doyou have a favorite quote that inspires your public speaking journey?"

Personal and Fun Questions
7. "What’s a fun fact about you that most people don’t know?"
8. "What’s the best advice you’ve ever received?"
9. "How do you celebrate after completing a big speech or contest like this?"

10. "Do you practice in front of a mirror, your family, or your pet?"
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11. "What’s your favorite time of day to work on speeches—morning, afternoon, or night?"
12. "Who was the first person you told when you decided to enter this contest?"

13. "What’s the best snack to have while practicing a speech?"

14. "If you weren’t here today, what would you be doing?"

15. "What’s the best snack to have while practicing a speech?"

Conducting the Interviews

Contest Master:

"Let’s begin! Our first contestant is [Contestant Name]. Please come forward."
